The 2006 SOFA Bullseye artists share a commonality: all have participated in programs at North Lands Creative Glass either as teachers, assistants, students, or artists-in-residence. The artists represented reflect the last three years of intense collaboration between Bullseye and North Lands. Fueled by a common mission – that of creating a serious international meeting place for artists where issues of making and thinking can be explored within an environment that is both stimulating and meditative – Bullseye Glass Company has collaborated with North Lands Creative Glass since 2003 to provide master classes and forums where artists might push the technical and conceptual potential of the manufacturer’s materials.
